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[Abstract] Objective To explore the application effect of situational teaching method in teaching geriatric intern nurses.
Methods A total of 120 intern nurses from January to December 2024 were selected from January to December 2024, and 60 were set
as the control group from January to June 2024 and 60 from July to December 2024 as the experimental group. The control group used
traditional teaching methods to teach, and the experimental group used situational teaching methods. Results The scores of specialized
knowledge and practical ability in the experimental group were higher than those in the control group (P<0.05). The scores of truth-
seeking, intellectual curiosity, analytical ability, cognition and judgmental thinking confidence in the experimental group were higher
than those in the control group (P<0.05). Conclusion The application of situational teaching method in the teaching of geriatric intern

nurses can improve their specialized knowledge and practical ability, and help cultivate the critical thinking ability of intern nurses.
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
